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Abandoned motor vehi-

cle means a motor vehi-

cle which is inoperable 

and is left unattended on 

public or private property for 

more than 72 hours, or a motor 

vehicle which has remained illegal-

ly on public or private property for 

a period of more than 72 hours 
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“If you see something, say something!”

These types of vehicles 

when stored visible to the 

public create blight and 

special hazards. Derelict 

motor vehicles, mean a motor vehicle 

or boat, respectively, which has the 

wheels, current registration, engine or 

a substantial part thereof removed or 

discarded, or of no value as a means 

of transportation,  or of no value ex-

cept for salvage of parts.

Abandoned vehicles will 

be "tagged" with a 

large red warning stick-

er advising the owner(s) 

of the vehicle to move the vehicle 

or it will be towed. After the 72-

hour waiting period has passed, 

and if the vehicle has not been 

sufficiently moved, the vehicle will 

be towed as an abandoned vehi-

cle. There are certain provisions in 

the law that allow the Police De-

partment to remove vehicles im-

mediately which are obviously 

inoperable.  

One purpose of the Code Enforcement Department is to reduce the 

amount of abandoned, wrecked, and inoperative vehicles stored on 

private property which create a public nuisance, and that are in        

violation of the City of Wildwood  Code of Ordinances.
